	2. Are there any IMPROVEMENTS you would like to see in the school?

-Breakfast Club would be beneficial for working parents.
-I would like to see continued efforts from the school to keep parents up-to date regarding topics of study, methods 
of working out maths and allowing parents to back-up what is learned at school rather than unrelated homework.  

Homework which is on topic is much more challenging and gives links to the classroom which parents otherwise 

don’t have.
-Don’t agree with school children doing as much homework as they do.

-More opportunities for PE, outdoor play and physical play.

-Less homework and one uniform.
-Making sure homework is matched to ability.

-Less reliance on electrical devices as this is affecting handwriting and working things out in their head.

-Bullying – more conversations between staff and parents of pupils involved.
